Various
musicologists state that duwring the last half of the certury guitar has evolved to be the central instrument of the
Jonh eentury, and in this regard even surpassed the piano, During the course of its evalution, the role of the persan
playing the guitar has changed, from that of a felk player to the one taking the spotlight. This section of our theery

The role of the dlassical puitarist

The madern day classical guitarists perform various time-proven pieces by Bach, Mazart, Chopin, Segovia, as well
a3 some composed by modern composers; they can perform solo or be a part of a small archestra, What makes
thiem stand out of the erowd are tradition, repertoire, and the use of acoustic guitars fitted with mylon strings.
Anather sub-genre is represented by flamenco or Spanish guitar, Classical guitarists follow a well thought-through
learning process with a teacher, and all of them are capable of sight-reading standard music notation,

The Guitaristcovers the role of the guitarist in different kinds of bands and will take you through varying genres played by guitarists.

In this theory lesson we will speak about major scales, how they are constructed, what they are, and how you can
benefit from knowing and practicing them.

Most people are convinced that they know what scales are. In fact any time you would pass by a music school you
would hear scales being played, in a rather monotonous way. Actually, a great many people regard scales as
nothing but a boring practice routine. And at the same time the world’s best guitarists practice scales daily.

Reigning blues king - BB King, 83 years old, affirms to playing scales on a daify basis. John Scofield, widely

recognized jazz guru is quoted saying, that all his playing is virtually scales combined and mixed in different ways.

Major Scalescovers the construction and use of the major scale.

Minor Scalescovers the construction and use of the minor scale.

Pentatonic Scalegovers the construction and use of the major and minor pentatonic scales and also introduces the blues scale.
Modes: covers the construction of the seven modes.

We will start by describing the functions of the list boxes and button at the top of the fretboard tool.

The first drop down list will allow you to customize the look of the neck to your tastes. There are 3 possible confgyuvietile, Rosewood
or Ebony.

Next to the drop down list you will see a button. Clicking on this button will flip the neck horizontally to allow ysplay dl as a left
handed neck.

The next drop down list will display the root note that you wish to see the selected scale type (or mode) for.
The last drop down list contains 27 scale types (including the seven modes)

When thescales screen initially operthe fretboard will be set to display the C Major scale in all its locations. You will notice that there ar
two different types of markers on theeck, ae yellow withanR in the circle and thether iswhite with anumberin the circle.

The yellow circles denote the locations of the root notes of the currently selected scale. For instance, the above fsbthwarihe
locations that the C Major scale can be played on the neck angellav circles denote where all thé notes (the root note of the scale) are
located.

The white circles have numbers and each of these numbers indicateetreeof that note in the scale. His is very important when
learning scale structure.

Below the actual neck you will see a ssrbfnotes separated by commashése are the notesf the scale starting with the root and ending
with the root an octave higher.

The notes and note degree within the scale are:

R= Root/Tonic (C) 2=2"(D): 3=3"(B: 4=4" (A: 5=5"(G): 6=6" (A): 7=7" (B): R=Root/Tonic one Octave higheiJ
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
